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SAMPLE SCRIPTS FOR SCHOOL-WIDE MORNING/AFTERNOON ANNOUNCEMENTS

Following are suggested scripts for use during morning and/or afternoon school-wide announcements to help increase awareness among the student body about your meningococcal meningitis vaccination program, as well as to encourage students to attend for more information and/or to seek vaccination. 

Suggested Script for School-wide Morning/Afternoon Announcements 

Suggested Script #1

Think you don’t need to know about meningococcal meningitis (pronounced men-ING-go-kok-ul men-in-JI-tis), or that you aren’t at risk for this disease?  Well, listen up.  Meningococcal meningitis is a rare but dangerous disease that affects adolescents and young adults [like us].  Public health officials now recommend vaccination for pre-teens and teens.  Learn more about this potentially deadly disease and immunization.
